survivors because the others aren’t around to tell the tale. A dramatic example from history is the
case of statistician Abraham Wald who, during World War I, was hired by the U.S. Air Force to
determine how to make their bomber planes safer. The planes that returned tended to have bullet
holes along the wings, body, and tail, and commanders wanted to reinforce those areas because
they seemed to get hit most often. Wald, however, saw that the important thing was that these bullet
holes had not destroyed the planes, and what needed more protection were the areas that were not
hit. Those were the parts where, if , it would never be seen again. His
calculations based on that logic are still in use today, and they have saved many pilots.
